INTO THE GOBI 2005

We set off from Ulaan Bataar to
drive 500 miles south to the 1k
Bogd mountains in the Gobi
desert. There are only 100
miles of tarmac roads in the
country and we were soon
| eaving vegetation behind as we
entered the stony desert. We
came across several large stone
cairns which have a religious
connections.  For luck we had
to drive or wak around them
three times. However, at the
first of these cairns in a hilltop
pass, having carried out our

were heading for areas where it had
been reported there were fossils to
be found. The first morning, having
got up early for a call of nature, |
wandered into the desert and came
across a stone that looked like a
piece of bone. At breakfast our
fossil professor told usit was part of
the skull of a carnivorous dinosaur
some 70 million years old. The
group set off to search the area and
soon we came across the head of the
femur of a Tarbasaur (Mongolian
cousin of the Tyrannosaurus Rex).
Later, we found the ribs of a
Sauropod, a plant-eating dinosaur

perambul ation one of the vehicles had a flat tyre, the first of many.
Subsequently we had many stoppages for overheating, gearbox
replacement, a stripped differential, a defunct petrol pump and a
separated fuel pipe that lost us 30 litres of valuable fuel.

The Scientific Exploration Society brief was to assist experts from
the university of Ulaan Bataar in research into snow leopards,
pal aeontology and botany in the mountains of southern Mongolia.
The team consisted of 14 expatriates from Australia, Hongkong,
the Bahamas and UK. The Mongolian party comprised 4
professors, 2 interpreters, 2 cooks and 4 drivers.

After three days we reached lake Ogd which was now just a dry
salt pan after 3 years of drought. From here we rose 7,000 feet up
almost non-existent tracks into the mountains.  When the engines
overheated and it was very steep we had to get out and walk,
moving boulders out of the way as we went, finally camping at
11.30 at night.

Next day a horseman appeared on the skyline with a message that
there was to be a Buddhist rain meking ceremony, to which we
were invited. The men participated but the women were kept 150

about 30 feet long. We were shown
how to uncover the fossils with brushes and picks. This was
exciting but the next day we again set out in different directions
and | and my party only managed to find a variety of shells
showing that the area had been a region of swamps interspersed
with desert. In the Cretaceous period flowering plants had not yet
evolved. Another group found an almost compl ete turtle shell and
fish vertebrae fossils. We were summoned by radio to an important
find of the vandalised site of alot of the remains of a Tarbosaurus.
The skull was missing but most of the lower leg and toes were
found including the dewclaw of which only five have been found
inthe world. Our expert was absol utely delighted.

We then moved on to other sites that had been explored in the
1920s where after surviving a dust storm we found remains of the
Mononykus which was an important missing link between
dinosaurs and birds. We aso found pieces of eggshell al 70
million years old.

Whilst travelling between these sites we would come across local
nomadic people living in their round felt gers (yurts). They were
always welcoming and gave us not only directions (there are no

yards away. Our prayers obviously reached a
divine being for next morning it poured with
rain. This later turned to hail and snow and the
temperature at night dropped to minus 10C. In
our individual terts it was very cold but my
suggestion that we should double up in our
tents for warmth was not accepted!

Over the next 4 days we set off on foot and on
horseback to survey the area with our experts.
Like all cats the snow leopard has regular ‘100’
sites. These are usually on the sharp crest of a
ridge. Under the direction of our biologists we
found areas where there were at least 30
scrapes. They were able to tell how long ago
they were made and the age and size of the
animals. The most recent were only afew hours

signposts in the desert!) but also weak tea,
mares’ milk cheese and fermented mares’ milk
called airag. In return, the doctors and |
provided medical and dental treatment where
and when necessary. It was amazing to find that
miles from civilisation in the desert they would
have a solar panel and television and CD
players!

In the only town in this part of the Gobi, I
delivered some of my redundant dental
equipment to the local dentist. Though she had
fairly new Korean equipment she didn't seemto
know how to use it. The SES also gavea TV and
a DVD/VHS player, school books and pencils etc
to a school for children whose education had
fallen behind. We then flew back to UB. But

old. We were also able to see from the remains

that their diet had consisted of marmot and mice. Their presence,
even though we did not actually see any, was to be reported to the
International Snow Leopard trust in Seattle. As well as these
searches, with our botanist we scrambled the steep slopes. We
recorded altitude and location of plants with our GPS and
photographed flowers where we could. Our botanist plans to
produce a book of plants of Mongolia.

We left the mountains and returned down to the desert plateau
where the midday temperature was in the low 40Cs. Now we

found that with the luggage allowance on
internal flights only 5 kilos, there was only space for cameras and
binoculars and a toothbrush. Our bags had to follow by road.

There, 1 met up with Helena and we all attended the Nadaam
Festival, 3 days of archery, wrestling, a bone finger flicking
national sport and horse racing.

Finally, Helena and | and two others returned to Moscow by way
of Lake Baikal on the Trans-Siberian Railway.

The Choir

[t®all down to expectations. Last September Chrisand
Ivy Guy took over as Musical Directors of the Choir.
Then Chrisfound that he had percussionist engagements
with orchestras coinciding with the first several choir
rehearsal nights, which meant that 1vy took the baton.

The Choir has revelled in the ideas and expectations and responded
in ways which were very obvious to the audiences of the three
Christmas Concerts. When Ivy swept on to the conductor® stand, in
her superb silk yellow gown, there was no mistaking that something
very different was happening. There was enthusiasm. There was a
joie-de-vivre. There was discipline. There was accuracy. There
were al the dynamics of diminuendo, crescendo and very strict
timing. The choir has had al these in abundance but rarely have
they happened all at the same time. Those qualities do not happen
by accident. Chrisand Ivy and the choir have doubled the rehearsal
time, including separate note-bashing for the girls and the boys. 1t®
just as well that the men didn®know what Ivy was saying to the
girls (something about heading for the Willie in "Patapan” by some
accounts) - the men had quite enough problem keeping up with
Chris® gentle but persistently astronomic musical standards. Suchis
life - the guys can manage one track at a time - only the girls have
cracked multi-tasking.

One VERY seasoned home-turf supporter was even heard to mutter,
very quietly, that it was a real pleasure to thoroughly enjoy the
whole of a Choir concert !

If the Christmas concerts were the start of the challenge to the
steadily growing choir then the June concerts are another step up.
There is a superb choral arrangement of Elgar® Nimrod Enigma
Variation, plus The Lord of the Rings (arranged by Chris) in the
original Elvish - though Annie has an "easy" part in English -
Lennon and McCartney, Carmina Burana and a fiendish
"Geographical Fugue'. As the rehearsals get deeper the tingle
factor of all these pieces grows stronger. Week by week the
confidence and familiarity grows. With the careful nurturing by
both Chris and Ivy, the note-bashing becomes embedded and
suddenly a whole piece emerges with anything up to eight parts of
the chords right on cue and the scalp starts tingling. Thisis one of
the rewards of singing with a choir led by professionals - that is
quite apart from meeting a lot of very odd people who agree with
you on most things and talk the same |anguage.

If you reckon you can talk that language and can sing, vy would
love to hear from you. Tenors and basses are needed urgently. If
you can read music phone Ivy on 01425 479060 NOW for an
audition to join in the June concerts. If you sing any part, soprano,
alto, tenor or bass, and can "follow the blobs up and down" (like
many of us) phone now and come along in September for
December.

Val Garner

Once upon a time on 14™ February 1946 in St.
Mary’s Hospital, Thornton Heath, a little girl
was born to Thomas and Louisa Hatton. She
was called Valerie, a little sister for Carole,
who had been born four years earlier in Exeter,
the town to where Louisa had been evacuated,
while Thomas remained in London in the Fire
Service.

After the war the family returned to Thornton
Heath — Thomas became an accountant with awine
and spirits company and Valerie attended a convent
in Croydon.  She started dancing lessons at the
Sylvia Bryant School of Dance and also had
singing lessons. At the age of 12 Val took partin
the pantomime “Puss in Boots” at the The Grand in
Croydonfor a6 week run. She was so excited and
wanted to do nothing el se — she became compl etely
stage struck. She ultimately completed her RAD
children's’ examinations and reached Intermediate
in the Mgjors. There had been the possibility of an

audition for Sadlers Wells, but unfortunately this was not to happen for
various reasons not least her size. The Convent intervened — there were too
many outside activities and her school work was threatened.

After school Val attended a secretarial college in Purley after whichthe first
of many jobs was with the Royal Exchange where she met Bob Bridges and
they, with their friend, Peter, formed a folk group, which performed
publicly over a wide area, mainly to Folk Music clubs.  Val was a party
girl and liked nothing better than to go clubbing with her friends all over
London!  On the train going to the Royal Exchange, on her last day there,
she met Bob Garner. They went for coffee and she was late for work!
Over the next few years they bumped into each other occasionally, but there
was no relationship till later. All through this time Val continued with her
dancing and also did some modelling.  One of her favourite jobs during this
time was a secretarial job attached to Guy's, the New Comen Center for
Handicapped Children.

During a job in Lincolnshire singing in cabaret for 6 months in a large
caravan park, Val got her equity card. She returned home and took ajobin
Croydon where she re-met Bob Garner. They married the following year
in 1969 and bought a cottage in Forest Row. Bob was an Architectura
Technician studying for Architects' exams. Val joined the Panto Society in
Forest Row and was working for a Land Agent in East Grinstead when she
became pregnant and in February 1973 Toby was born.  Their joy was
short-lived however as tragically Bob died inthe August of that year after a
4 weekillness. He suffered a very rare and complicated allergic condition
and was nursed in Guy’' s Hospital. At this time and all through Val’s life
her sister Carole was her constant and very close friend.

Va managed to stay on in Forest Row — she was there for 13 years
altogether and when Toby started school she took part time jobs, sometimes
two at atime! She worked once for an Indian film producer! She also did
voluntary work and became involved with holidays for disabled children —
she and Toby had some wonderful and rewarding times during these
holidays and these were times that Va looks back on with particular
fondness. In 1982 she heard, through her Land Agent contact, of a job
going on Somerley Estate near Ringwood working for Lord Normarton.

So it was in 1982 that Val and Toby fetched up in our neck of the woods.
After a few months here she moved into Park Cottage in surroundings of
incredible beauty where she has remained for 24 years. At the first
opportunity she joined RMDS and her first show was “Merry Widow”.
Since then she has been in countless shows, Summer Shows, plays and as
well as a keen member of the choir, she has been a tireless committee
member, latterly a very efficient Membership Secretary.  With Lord
Normanton, her job has been interesting and varied, she has issued fishing
permits, paid the staff, organised conferences, weddings and shoots, beena
housekeeper and private secretary. Toby attended Canford as a day boy,
went to university and, after extensive travelling, now lives and works in
Bristol. A couple of years ago after a reunion her folk group was re-
formed. The “Crawdads’ as they are called find rehearsing difficult — they
al live so far apart — but there are a few gigs coming up.

So now there is another complete change coming up for Val as she retires
and moves into the house she bought in Kingfisher Way. Sheintends to do
voluntary work and of course is about to take on the demanding job of
Secretary of RMDS. One big blow for Val has been the untimely death of
her bel oved sister four years ago, with whom she had been |ooking forward
to spending time in her retirement.  Nevertheless, she has many friends
here and many and varied interests.  She loves her regular trips to
Glyndebourne and is not averse to getting on a coach to London and
standing in the Mall on State occasions all aone, with thousands of others,
most of whom she will talk to! So Val, we wish you luck and happinessin
yet another complete change in your interesting life.
